World War Two Day 

 

Children in Barn Owl Class enjoyed a memorable World War II Day before
half term. They arrived in fantastic evacuee costumes and fully embraced
the opportunity to step back in time to experience life in a 1940s
classroom. Throughout the day, the class followed traditional school rules,
adopted their own evacuee personas and explored what school life would
have been like during the early 1940s.
As part of their learning, children studied historical images, created
detailed character mind maps and made cipher wheels to decode secret
messages. They listened to the sound of air raid sirens and practised taking
shelter under their desks, helping them to understand the realities of
wartime Britain. The day also included sewing, playing with traditional
1940s toys and making creations from recycled materials, reflecting the
resourcefulness of the era.
A particularly meaningful element of the day was the opportunity to
explore wartime artefacts and family mementoes, which deepened
understanding and helped make personal connections to history. It was a
rich and immersive experience that brought their World War II learning
vividly to life.
